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uvoD

Publikacia ,EU SILC 2011 - Indikétory chudoby
a sociélneho vylucenia“ poskytuje prehlad zakladnych
indikatorov chudoby a socidlneho vylicenia, pre ktoré
je zdrojom dat vyberové Statistické zistovanie EU
SILC 2011 (UDB 31/08/2012).

Viyberové zistovanie o prijmoch a Zivotnych
podmienkach domacnosti EU SILC realizuje od roku
2005 na Slovensku Statisticky Grad Slovenskej
republiky. Ide o harmonizované zistovanie ¢lenskych
Statov EU, ktorého Ulohou je zabezpedit produkciu
pravidelnych,  v€asnych  akvalitnych  (dajov
0 prijmoch, chudobe a socialnom vyli¢eni. Zistovanie
EU SILC sa stalo zdrojovou zakladfhou pre analyzy
Zivotnej Urovne obyvatelstva, ako ipre koncepéné
zémery  aprijimanie  opatreni  smerujucich
k zvySovaniu kvality Zivota obCanov SR. Indikétory
chudoby a sociélneho vylic¢enia prezentované v tejto
publikacii st jednym z hlavnych vystupov z tohto
zistovania.

Prva kapitola publikacie je zamerana na
pribliZzenie konceptu chudoby a sociélneho vyli¢enia.
Jej sucCastou su aj definicie celkového hrubého,
disponibilného a ekvivalentného prijmu domacnosti
a definicia veku osob.

Druha kapitola je ¢lenend na niekolko
podkapitol, v ktorych s0 analyzované jednotlivé
vybrané indikatory chudoby a socidlneho vyli¢enia
v rdznych ¢Eleneniach. Pre komplexnejSie pochopenie
dopadov chudoby asocialneho vyli¢enia sU
indikatory doplnené o analyzu prijmovych nerovnosti
amateridlnej  deprivacie (pocit nedostatoéného
uspokojenia potrieb doméacnosti a jej ¢lenov).

Tretia kapitola publikdcie strune popisuje
hlavné ciele stratégie Eurdpa 2020, ktoré uréuja smer
vyvoja hospodérstva EU do roku 2020. Napiianie
tychto cielov sa bude monitorovat prostrednictom
meratelnych ukazovatelov (indikatorov). Jeden zo
strategickych cielov sa tyka priamo problematiky
chudoby a na meranie tohto ciefa bol v zistovani EU
SILC zavedeny agregovany indikator chudoby
asocialneho  vylucenia. Slcastou kapitoly je
podkapitola 3.1, ktora sa venuje analyze vysledkov
uvedeného indikatora z tdajov EU SILC 2011.

INTRODUCTION

Publication ,EU SILC 2011 - Poverty Indicators
and Social Exclusion® provides summary of basic
indicators of poverty and social exclusion, for which
the sample statistical survey EU SILC 2011 (UDB
31/08/2012) is data source.

The Statistical Office of Slovak Republic has
realized sample survey on income and living
conditions of households EU SILC in Slovakia since
2005. It is harmonized survey within EU Member
States with the goal to ensure production of regular,
timely and high quality data on income, poverty and
social exclusion. EU SILC survey has become basic
source for analyses of living standards of population
and also for conceptual plans and taking measures
towards improving quality of life of Slovak population.
Poverty and social exclusion indicators presented in
this publication are one of the main outputs from
mentioned survey.

The first chapter of publication is aimed at
introduction to concept of poverty and social exclusion.
Definitions of total gross, disposable and equivalised
household income and definition of age of persons are
also its part.

The second chapter is divided into several
subheads, in which individual selected indicators of
poverty and social exclusion are analyzed in various
breakdowns. For more complex comprehension of
impacts of poverty and social exclusion, indicators are
supplemented by analysis of income inequalities and
material deprivation (feeling of inadequate satisfaction
of household and household members” needs).

The third chapter briefly describes main targets of
the Europe 2020 Strategy, which determine the trend
of economic development by 2020 . Meeting these
targets will be monitoring through measurable
indicators. One of these strategic targets relates
directly to poverty issue and for measuring this target
there was established aggregate indicator of poverty
and social exclusion in EU SILC survey. The part of
chapter is subchapter 3.1, which is aimed at analysis
of results for mentioned indicator from EU SILC 2011
data.



1. Chudoba a meranie chudoby

Chudoba asocidine vyliCenie st javy
mnohodimenzionalne. Tak ako neexistuje jedina,
alebo spréavna definicia chudoby, neexistuje ani jediny
vSeobecne prijaty spsob jej merania. Kazdé meranie
chudoby znamena, Ze meriame len urcity koncept
chudoby.

Existuje viacero konceptov chudoby, ktoré su
zatriedené podla mnoZstva kritérii, pri¢om sa tieto
triedenia vzajomne prekryvaju. RozliSuju sa napriklad
dvojice kategdrii konceptov chudoby, ako su:
absolltny a relativny, priamy a nepriamy, objektivny
a subjektivny  koncept.  Vtejto  publikcii sa
zameriame na analyzu medzinarodne definovanych
a porovnatelnych indikatorov chudoby a socialneho
vyli¢enia, ktoré  vychadzaji  z ekvivalentného
disponibilného prijmu domé&cnosti zadefinovaného
vzistovani EU SILC. Tieto indikatory meraju
nasledujlce koncepty chudoby:

- relativny koncept - relativna miera chudoby
vychadza z hodnotenia (porovnania) prijmov k
uritej strednej hodnote, vnaSom pripade k
narodnej hranici chudoby,

- nepriamy koncept — meranie chudoby sa realizuje
prostrednictvom disponibilného prijmu domacnosti,
priGom sa neberl do Gvahy vydavky domacnosti,

- objektivny koncept - hranica chudoby sa
nestanovuje subjektivne na zéklade sklsenosti
a odpovedi jednotlivych &lenov domécnosti ale sa
stanovuje na zaklade nezavislych a objektivne
vybranych kritérii.

Obdobie, za ktoré sa zistuji prijmy pouzivané
pri vypoéte indikatorov (prijmoveé referencné obdobie),
je kalendarny rok predchadzajuci roku zistovania, t. j.
pre zistovanie EU SILC 2011 predstavovalo prijmové
referencné obdobie kalendarny rok 2010.

Celkovy hruby prijem doméacnosti, definovany
v zistovani EU SILC, zahffa prijem vSetkych ¢lenov
domécnosti a zlozky prijmu, ktoré boli sledované na
Grovni domacnosti. Obsahuje: prijem zo zamestnania
(hruby pefiazny prijem zo zamestnania a jemu blizky
prijem), prijem z vyuZivania sluzobného auta, hrubé
pefazné zisky alebo straty zo samostatne zarobkovej
¢innosti  (vratane honorarov), prijem z majetku
(prijem z prendjmu majetku alebo pozemku a uroky,
dividendy, zisk  zkapitalovych investicii  do
neregistrovaného podniku), beZne prijaté transfery
ako sU socidlne davky (rodinné davky a prispevky
vyplacané rodinam s detmi, prispevky na byvanie,
podpora v nezamestnanosti, starobné davky, davky

1. Poverty and mesurement of poverty

Poverty  and social exclusion are
multidimensional phenomena. As not the only one or
right definition of poverty exists, nor the only one
generally approved method for measurement of
poverty exists. Each measurement of poverty means
that we measure only some poverty concept .

Various poverty concepts exist, which are
grouped according to many criteria, where these
groups overlap each other. There can be distinguished
for example couples of categories of poverty concepts
such as: absolute and relative, direct and indirect,
objective and subjective concept. In this publication we
aim at analysis of internationally defined and
comparable indicators of poverty and social exclusion,
which are based on equivalised disposable household
incomes defined for EU SILC survey. These indicators
measure following poverty concepts:

- relative concept — relative at-risk-of-poverty rate is
based on evaluation (comparision) of incomes to
relevant mean value, in our case to national poverty
threshold,

- indirect concept — measurement of poverty is
realized through disposable household incomes,
where household expenditures are not taken into
account,

- objective concept — poverty threshold is not set up
subjectively on the base of experience and
responses of individual household members, but is
done on the basis of independent and objectively
selected criteria.

Period, which is used for incomes in calculation
of indicators (income reference period) is calendar
year preceding the year of the survey, i.e for EU SILC
2011 income reference period was calendar year
2010.

Total gross household income, defined in EU
SILC survey, includes gross personal income
components for all household members and gross
income components observed at household level. It
comprises of: employee income (gross employee cash
or near cash income), benefit from using company car,
gross cash benefits or losses from self-employment
(including royalties), income from property (income
from rental of a property or land and profit from capital
investments in unincorporated business), regular
transfers  received, such as social benefits
(family/children  related  allowances,  housing
allowances, unemployment benefits, old-age benefits,
survivor' benefits, sickness benefits, disability benefits,

Celkovy disponibilny prijem domé&cnosti je
definovany ako hruby prijem doméacnosti, od ktorého
sU odpocitané pravidelné dane z majetku, pravidelné
platené transfery medzi domacnostami (napr.
vyzivné,  pravidelnd  pefiaznd pomoc  inym
domécnostiam) a dane zprijmu a prispevky na
sociélne poistenie.

Ekvivalentny disponibilny prijem domacnosti je
disponibilny prijem domécnosti vydeleny
ekvivalentnou velkostou doméacnosti. Pre vypocet
ekvivalentnej velkosti doméacnosti sa v zistovani EU
SILC poZiva tzv. modifikovana OECD Skala, na
zaklade ktorej je kazdému prvému dospelému ¢lenovi
domécnosti priradeny koeficient 1, kazdému druhému
adalSiemu dospelému ¢lenovi domacnosti a 14-
roénym a starSim osobam koeficient 0,5 a kazdému
dietatu mladSiemu ako 14 rokov koeficient 0,3. Takto
vypocitany  ekvivalentny  disponibilny  prijem
doméacnosti je nésledne priradeny kaZzdej osobe
v rdmci domacnosti.

Vek os6b je definovany ako vek, ktory osoba
dosiahla ku koncu prijmového referenéného obdobia.
Pre zistovanie EU SILC 2011 je to k 31. decembru
2010.

social exclusion not elsewhere classified), education-
related allowances, income received by people aged
under 16 years old and regular inter-household cash
transfers received.

Total disposable household income is defined as
gross household income minus regular taxes on
wealth, regular inter-household cash transfer paid (e.g.
alimonies, regular cash support to other households)
and tax on income and social insurance contributions.

Equivalised disposable household income is
disposable household income divided by equivalised
household size. For calculation of equivalised
household size, modified OECD scale is used in EU
SILC survey, on the base of which coefficient 1 is
assigned to each first adult household member,
coefficient 0.5 to each second and other aduld
household member and 14 years old and over
persons and coefficent 0.3 to each child below 14
years. This calculated equivalised disposable
household income is then assigned to each person
within household.

Age of persons is defined as the age reached by
person at the end of income reference period. For EU
SILC 2011 it is up to December 31-st 2010.

Hranica rizika chudoby je stanovena ako 60 %
medidnu narodného ekvivalentného  disponibilného
prijmu. Hodnota hranice rizika chudoby sa uvadza
v PPS (parita kdpnej sily)! a vEUR. Hodnota je
vyjadrend za nasledovné ilustrativne typy doméacnosti:

- domaécnost jednotlivca,
- domécnost dvoch dospelych s dvoma zavislymi
detmi vo veku do 14 rokov.

Pre tcely indikatora je zavislé dieta definované ako:
- €len domacnosti vo veku menej ako 18 rokov,
- ¢len domécnosti vo veku 18 az 24 rokov, ktory je
ekonomicky neaktivny aZije vdomdacnosti s
aspon jednym rodic¢om.

2. Selected indicators of poverty and
social exclusion based on cross-
sectional component of EU SILC 2011

2.1 At-risk-of-poverty threshold, illustrative
values

The at-risk-of poverty threshold is set at 60 % of
the national median equivalised disposable income.
The value of the at-risk-of-poverty threshold is
expressed in PPS (purchasing power standards)! and
in EUR. The value is expessed for following illustrative
household types:

- single person household,

- household with 2 adults with two dependent

children under 14 years old.
For purposes of this indicator, dependent child is
defined as:

- household member aged less than18 years old,

- household member aged 18 to 24 years old,

who is economically inactive and living with at
least one parent.

single person household 3 784 EUR, what means the
sum nearly 315 EUR per month. Year-to-year increase
of at-risk-of-poverty threshold was 2.9 % (in absolute
values 9 EUR per month).

Purchasing power parity represents currency conversion rates that convert economic indicators expressed in national currencies to
a common currency standard named purchasing power standard (PPS), which eliminates effects of different price levels among countries.
Purchasing power parity is calculated on the base of prices and volume of sale of goods, which are comparable each other and
representative for countries concerned in comparison. Basis for calculation is European Comparison Programme (ECP), where national
statistical offices including the Statistical Office of Slovak Republic take part in.

Miera rizika chudoby po socialnych transferoch
predstavuje podiel o0sob (v percentach) v celkovej
populdcii, ktorych ekvivalentny disponibilny prijem sa
nachadza pod hranicou rizika chudoby (60 % medianu
narodného ekvivalentného disponibilného prijmu).

Indikator miera rizika chudoby po sociélnych
transferoch  ovplyviiuje mnozstvo faktorov. Za
najvyznamnejSie faktory modzeme vo v3eobecnosti
povaZzovat regionalne hladisko, vek, pohlavie, typ
domécnosti,  pracovnd  intenzita  domécnosti,
najéastejSi status ekonomickej aktivity, vlastnicky
vztah k obydliu. V tejto éasti sa zameriame na analyzu
miery rizika chudoby podlfa vSetkych vy3Sie
spominanych faktorov.

2 adults with 2 children aged under 14 years old, total
annual amount of at-risk-of-poverty threshold was 7
945 EUR, what for this type of household meant 662
EUR per month in average. Comparing to previous
year it was increase by 3 % (in absolute values 19.7
EUR per month).

2.2 At-risk-of-poverty rate after social transfers

The at-risk-of poverty rate after social transfers is
defined as the percentage of persons in the total
population with an equivalised disposable income
below the at-risk-of-poverty threshold (60 % of the
national median equivalised disposable income).

Indicator the at-risk-of poverty rate after social
transfers is influenced by many factors. Generally as
the most important factors we can consider regional
aspect, age, gender, household type, the most
frequent activity status, accommodation tenure status.
In this part of publication we will aim at analysis of at-
risk-of-poverty rate by all factors mentioned above.

According to EU SILC 2011 there were 13 % of
population in Slovakia at-risk-of-poverty (more than
700 thousand persons), what means that in
comparison with previous year, at-risk-of-poverty rate
increased by 1 percentage point (p. p). Results from
EU SILC 2011, for which calendar year 2010 was
income period, have already reflected situation of
households affected by impacts of the global financial

V miere rizika chudoby po socialnych transferoch
v ¢leneni podla krajov sa vyrazne prejavili regionalne
disparity. NajnizSia miera rizika chudoby bola
zaznamenana uobyvatelov Bratislavského kraja
(7,2 %). Pod celoslovenskym priemerom sa nachadzali
eSte Trnavsky, Tren&iansky a Zilinsky kraj. Miera rizika
chudoby v KoSickom kraji bola takmer na rovnakej
arovni ako bol celoslovensky priemer. Viac boli rizikom
chudoby ohrozeni obyvatelia Nitrianskeho
a Banskobystrického kraja a najvySSia miera rizika
chudoby bola zaznamenand v PreSovskom kraji
(20,2 %).

crisis, which has just started to hit Slovakia fully since
2009.

Regional disparities displayed in alarge extent
within at-risk-of-poverty rate after social transfers by
regions. The lowest value of at-risk-of-poverty rate
relates to population of region of Bratislava (7.2 %).
Regions of Trnava, Trenéin and Zilina is also below
average value expressed for the whole Slovakia. At-
risk-of-poverty rate in region of KoSice was almost at
the same level as the average expressed for the whole
Slovakia. Citizens of regions of Nitra and Banska
Bystrica were more often at-risk-of-poverty and the
highest at-risk-of-poverty rate occurred in region of
PreSov (20.2 %).

Age and gender belong to factors, which in
general influence at-risk-of-poverty rate in significant
extent.



Na zaklade vysledkov zistovania EU SILC 2011
boli takmer vo v8etkych vekovych skupinéch rizikom
chudoby celkovo viac ohrozené Zeny ako muZi.

Jedinou vekovou skupinou, kde boli muZi viac
ohrozenejSi rizikom chudoby ako Zeny bola vekova
skupina 25 — 49 rocni. V tejto vekovej skupine muZi
medzirone zaznamenali narast 01,4 p. b. aZeny
00,9 p. b. V celkovej miere rizika chudoby sa rodovy
rozdiel vyraznejSie neprejavil, ked podiel Zien
ohrozenych rizikom chudoby bol 0 0,3 p. b. vy3Si ako
u muzov. Rodova disparita sa najvyraznejSie prejavila
vo vekovej kategorii 65 ro¢ni a starsi. V tejto vekovej
skupine boli Zeny vystavené riziku chudoby priblizne

Deti boli ohrozené rizikom chudoby
viac ako dvojnasobne v porovnani so starSimi
osobami z vekovej skupiny 50 — 64 ro¢ni a pri 65
roénych a starSich tento rozdiel uZz bol viac ako
trojndsobny.  V porovnani s detmi vo veku 0 — 17
rokov sme vo vSetkych ostatnych vekovych skupinach
(18 — 24, 25 — 49, 50 — 64 a65 roéni a starsi)
zaznamenali  pokles  miery rizika  chudoby.
Vo vSeobecnosti mdzeme konStatovat, Ze s rastlcim
vekom podiel o0séb ohrozenych rizikom chudoby
postupne klesa.

Dal$im z vyznamnych faktorov vplyvajicim na
mieru rizika chudoby je typ doméacnosti.

V kategorii domacnosti bez zavislych deti boli
najviac ohrozenou skupinou jednoclenna domacnost
pozostavajlca z osoby vo veku do 65 rokov (25,1 %).
U jednoclennych domécnosti boli CastejSie vystaveni
riziku chudoby muzi (23,7 %) ako zeny (16,8 %).
U domécnosti  bez zavislych  deti  vysledky zo
zistovania EU SILC 2011 poukazuju na skutoénost, Ze
na mieru rizika chudoby vyznamne vplyva pocet
Clenov domécnosti. Domé&cnost jednotlivca je vo
vSeobecnosti z pohladu disponibilnych prijmov ovela
zranitelnejS§im  typom ako domécnosti,  ktoré
pozostavajl z vysSieho poctu dospelych élenov.

On the base of results from EU SILC 2011,
women were nearly totaly more often at-risk-of-poverty
than men in all age groups.

The only age group where men were more
vulnerable — at-risk-of-poverty — than women was the
age group of 25 to 49 years. In this age group, the
number of men increased year-to-year by 1.4 p. p. and
the number of women by 0.9 p. p. In total at-risk-of-
poverty rate the gender disparity was not so evident,
where percentage of women at-risk-of-poverty was by
0.3 p.p higher than in case of men. Gender disparity
was the most significant in age group 65 years old and
over. In this age category women were around
2.5times  often  at-risk-of-poverty than men. A
significant change of at-risk-of-poverty rate occurred in
the age group of 18-24 years, where in the last year's
survey there was almost no difference between men
and women, but in this year the men/women difference
is already 1.1 p. p.

In terms of age we can say that children are more
at-risk-of-poverty than adult and elderly people.
Generally, persons aged 0 — 17 years represent the
most vulnerable age group (at-risk-of-poverty rate is
21,2 %). Compared to the last year, it is an increase by
2.4 p. p. Children were more than two times often at-
risk-of-poverty compared to the persons belonging to
age group of 50 — 64 years olds and more than three
times often at-risk-of-poverty compared to the persons
age 65 years and over. In comparison with children
aged 0-17 we could see gradual decrease of at-risk-of-
poverty rate in all other age groups (18-24, 25-49, 50-
64 and 65 years old and over). In general we can state
that the proportion of persons at risk of poverty has
decreased when getting older.

Other of very important factors, which influence
at-risk-of-poverty rate, is household typ.

In category of households without dependent
children, the most vulnerable group represented one
adult household aged under 65 (25.1 %). In the case
of one adult households, men (23.7 %) were more
often at-risk-of-poverty than women (16.8 %).
According to EU SILC 2011 results for households
without children point out that number of household
members has evident influence on at-risk-of-poverty
rate. One adult household is generally in term of
disposable incomes much more vulnerable household
type than households, which comprise of more than
one adult member.

From category of households with dependent
children there are the most vulnerable household type
in term of at-risk-of-poverty rate households with two
adults and three and more dependent children
(32.6 %). Other vulnerable group represents single
parent households with at least one dependent child,
i.e. incomplete households (26.4 %). We can say that
higher count of dependent children living in
households and also absence of other adult member in
the case of incomplete households leads to situation
that these household types are more often at-risk-of-

poverty.

In Slovakia households with dependent children
were generally more at-risk-of-poverty (16.8 %) than
households without dependent children (7.9 %), even
households with dependent children increased year-to-
year by 1.8 p. p. and households without dependent
children decreased by 0.2 p. p.

The activity status is self-defined by
respondent. In the case, if more than one type of
activities occurred in the same month, defining the
activity status was based on criterion ,,of the most time
spent*. Persons, for which it could not be clearly
defined the most frequent activity status, they are
excluded from calculation of indicator.

From results based on EU SILC 2011 is evident
that according to economic activity status persons not
at work (16.9 %) were nearly 2.5 times more at-risk-of-
poverty than working persons (6.3 %).

In total, the most vulnerable group are
unemployed persons (42.6 %), almost each second
unemployed person was at-risk-of-poverty. The least
vulnerable group of population of all persons not at
work were retired persons (6.3 %), for which we
recorded a year-to-year decrease by 0.4 p. p.

Gender disparity turned to be of all economic
activity statuses the most significant in category of
other inactive persons and retired persons. Inactive
persons - women were more often at-risk-of-poverty
(19.7 %) than men (17.0 %). In the case of retired
persons we can see significant difference, when
women (7.7 %) were more than twice often at-risk-of-
poverty compared to men (3.6 %).

The lowest gender disparity ocurred in the case
of working persons, where at risk of poverty rate of
men in work was by only 0.8 p. p. higher than at risk of
poverty rate of working women.

The second category ,,rent" includes tenants and
subtenants paying prevailing market rent but also
tenants and subtenants, when accommodation was
provided at reduced rate rent.

According to results from EU SILC 2011 in
Slovakia there were more at-risk-of-poverty that part of
population living in rented dwelling (18.9 %) than
those ones, who were owners of the dwelling or lived in
accommodation provided free (12.4 %). In comparison
with previous year situation of persons living in rented
dwellingsignificantly improved by 4.4 p. p. In the case
of owners or persons with accomodation provided free,
share of persons at-risk-of-poverty increased by

15p.p.

A year-to-year decrease of at-risk-of-poverty rate
was observed in all of the surveyed age groups of
tenants.

The highest decrease at-risk-of-poverty rate
happened for persons living in rented dwelling in age
group 0-17 years old compared to previous year
(decrease from 35.4 % to 27.7 %). For residents who
were owners or had accommodation provided free was
recorded an annual decrease only in the age group of
65 years and over (whether men or women).

Disparity in  at-risk-of-poverty  rate by
accommodation tenure status between women and
men was not in term of the whole population of
Slovakia so significant.

The largest disparity of all selected age groups
between men and women happened in the case of
persons aged 65 and over. In 2011 there were in this
age group in the case of owners or accommodation
provided free, more women at-risk-of-poverty than men
(by 4.5 p. p). For category ,,rent” information on at-risk-
of-poverty rate of men aged 65 and over is not
available. The reason is low data relevance due to low
counts of persons divided by gender in relevant age
group of accommodation tenure status to dwelling.

2.3 Material deprivation rate by selected age
groups, gender and by at-risk-of-poverty
status

Indicator material deprivation rate is defined as
the percentage of population with an enforced lack of
at least three or at least four out of nine material
deprivation items in the economic strain and durables
dimension.

In calculation of indicator these following nine items
are taken into account:
1) arrears on mortgage or rent payments, utility
bills, hire purchase instalments or other loan
payments,

2) capacity to afford paying for one week's annual
holiday away from home,

3) capacity to afford a meal with meat, chicken,
fish (or vegetarian equivalent) every second
day,

4) capacity to face unexpected financial
expenses set as amount corresponding to the
monthly national at-risk-of-poverty threshold of
the previous year,

5) household cannot afford a telephone (including
mobile phone),

6) household cannot afford a colour TV,

7) household cannot afford a washing machine,
8) household cannot afford a car,

) ability of the household to pay for keeping its
home adequately warm.

According to results in table 2.3 we can see
evident difference in material deprivation rate in at
least three and at least four items. In total, enforced
lack of at least four out of nine observed items faced
by more than half less people than enforced lack of at
least three items.

Compared to previous there was decrease in
material deprivation rate in all analysed age groups of
persons. In the case of enforced lack of at least 3
items, there was decrease in total material deprivation
rate by 2.9 p. p (from 24.9 % to 22 %) and of at least
4 items by 0.8 p. p (from 11.4 % to 10.6 %). Variables,
which are taken into account in calculation of indicator,
related to period of fieldwork (April 2011) and period of
the last 12 months from the date of fieldwork (April
2010 - April 2011).

In analysis of total material deprivation rate by
gender from EU SILC 2011, there was neither in one
of categories expressing number of deprivation items
found significant differences. We can say that level of
enforced lack was in a large extent higher in the case
of women than men.

In term of age, enforced lack of at least three
items faced more children aged 0-17 (23.7 %) and
persons aged 65 and over (23.5 %). In enforced lack
of at least four items children were more at-risk-of-
poverty of all age groups (12.4 %).

Significant difference in feeling enforced lack in
different groups of population by age and gender
happened after taking into account monetary poverty
status. In general, the most often faced to enforced
lack those persons, who were at-risk-of-poverty.

While material deprivation rate in at least three
items in cases of persons, who are at-risk-of-poverty,
was decreasing with getting older, the situation was
quite different for persons above at-risk-of-poverty
threshold. In this group of persons the worst situation
was in case of persons aged 65 and over (21.3 %).

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In material deprivation rate in at least four items
we can see very similar situation. The least deprived of
all age groups below at-risk-of-poverty threshold was
the group of persons 65 years and over (24.9 %). Vice-
versa, in the case of persons with income above at-
risk-of-poverty threshold, this age group was the most
deprived (8.7 %).

4 Low work intensity rate

Low work intensity rate is defined as the
percentage of persons, who live in households with
very low work intensity (less than 20 %), to population
aged 0-59. Work intensity of household refers to the
ratio between the number of months that all ,,working
age" household members have been working during
the income reference year and the total number of
months that could theoretically have been worked by
the same household members. Definition of working
age refers to persons aged 18 to 59 years old with
exception of persons, who are students aged 18 to 24
years old.

2.5 Dispersion around the at-risk-of-poverty
threshold by gender

Indicator dispersion around the at-risk-of-poverty
threshold is defined as the percentage of persons,
over the total population, with an equivalised
disposable income below 40 %, 50 % and 70 % of the
national median equivalised disposable income.

For this indicator different at-risk-of-poverty rates
(after social transfers) broken down by gender are
calculated  with  alternative  at-risk-of-poverty
thresholds. In calculation of indicator each person is
classified in relevant category according to his/her age
and gender.

2.6 Inequality of income distribution: S80/S20
income quintile share ratio

Indicator S80/S20 income quintile share ratio is
the ratio of the sum of equivalised disposable income
received by the 20 % of the country’s population with
the highest equivalised disposable income (top inter-
quintile interval) to that received by the 20 % of the
country's population with the lowest equivalised
disposable income (lowest inter-quintile interval).

Coefficient can theoretically gain values from 1 to
infinite values, however practically in EU countries it
gains maximum values from range 2 to 12. The higher
is value of this coefficient, the higher are total incomes
of 20 % of the richest persons in society in proportion
to total incomes of 20 % of the poorest persons.

We can say that in region of Bratislava the sum of
equivalised disposable incomes received by the 20 %
of persons with the highest incomes is almost four
times higher than the sum of incomes received by 20
% of persons with the lowest incomes. The highest
income inequality happened in region of PreSov (4.1)
and regions of Nitra (4.0) and Banska Bystrica (4.0).
The lowest income inequality according to this
indicator occurred in region of Tren¢in (3.4) and
region of KoSice (3.5).

2.7 Inequality of income distribution: Gini
coefficient

The Gini coefficient is defined as the relationship
of cumulative shares of the population arranged
according to the level of equivalised disposable
income, to the cumulative share of the equivalised total
disposable income received by them.

Gini coefficient belongs to the best known
indicators of inequality of income distribution. While
indicator S80/S20 in term of income compares only top
and lowest parts of society, Gini coefficient takes into
account income of whole population. Gini coefficient
can theoretically gain values from 0 to 1 or in
percentage expression, values from 0 % to 100 %. If in
society absolute equality of incomes existed, Gini
coefficient would have value 0 %. On the other hand, if
all incomes in society belonged only to one person,
then Gini coefficient would have value 100 %. The
higher is value of Gini coefficient, the higher is
inequality of income distribution in society.

The lowest values (as well as in
S80/S20 indicator) occurred in regions of Tren¢in and
KoSice (24.0 and 23.5).

2.8 At-risk-of-poverty rate before social
transfers by selected age groups and by
gender

The at-risk-of-poverty rate before social transfers
shows the percentage of persons (over the total
population) having an equivalised disposable income
before social transfers below the at-risk-of-poverty
threshold.

The at-risk-of-poverty rate before social transfers
is expressed through two individual indicators:

- At-risk-of-poverty rate before social transfers,
except old-age and survivors” benefits
Indicator is based on definition of income, which
includes pensions (i.e. old-age and survivors’
benefits), but excludes other social transfers.

- At-risk-of-poverty rate before all social transfers
(including old-age and survivors” benefits)

Indicator is based on definition of income, which
excludes all social transfers, i.e. not take into
account neither pensions (old-age and survivors’
benefits).

In EU SILC survey we consider as social transfers:

- family/children-related allowances,

- housing allowances,

- unemployment benefits,

- old-age benefits,

- survivors' benefits,

- sickness benefits,

- disability benefits,

- education-related allowances,

- social exclusion not elsewhere classified.

personal income, so in observed period 2011 there will
be 19.5 % of population at-risk-of-poverty (Table
2.8.1). If there are not taken into account any of all
social transfers received (including old-age and
survivor's benefits), then total at-risk-of-poverty rate
before all social transfers will be almost two times
higher — on 38.3 %(Table 2.8.2).

In term of gender, in the case of at-risk-of-poverty
rate before all social transfers, women were more
affected by the risk of poverty than men, similarly,
even after taking into account old-age and survivor’s
benefits as the only ones of social transfers, at-risk-of-
poverty rate of women was totally higher than of men.

The most significant differences in both at-risk-of-
poverty rates happened in breakdown by selected age
groups. After taking into account old-age and
survivor's benefits as the only ones of all social
transfers  received, the  most  vulnerable
grouprepresented children aged 0 - 17 years old
(29.7 %), vice-versa, in better situation were persons
aged 65 and over (10.2 %). However if we do not take
into account any of all social transfers received
inequivalised disposable personal income, the most
vulnerable group has become persons aged 65 years
old and over. At-risk-of-poverty rate before all social
transfers was in this group of population (pensioners)
2.2 times higher than average value of this at-risk-of-
poverty rate expressed for whole population of
Slovakia and more than eight times higher than was in
the case of the same age group of population after
taking into account old-age and survivor's benefits in
equivalised disposable income.

3. The Europe 2020 Strategy and its targets

At the beginning of 2010 the European
Commision launched strategy for ensuring smart,
sustainable and inclusive growth, i.e. the Europe 2020
Strategy, which sets out a vision for Europe’s social
market economy over the next decade. This new
vision, replacing previous the Lisbon strategy, rests on
three interlocking and mutually reinforcing priority
areas aimed at:

- smarth growth: developing an economy based on
knowledge and inovation,

- sustainable growth: promoting resources-efficient
and resources more considerate to the environment,
promoting more competitive economy,

- inclusive growth: fostering a high-employment
economy delivering social and territorial cohesion.

In the Strategy there were identified five
representative headline targets, which define where the
EU should be by 2020:

- employment rate of the population aged 20-64
should be minimum 75 %,

- level of investments into research and
development should be at least 3 % of the EU's
GDP,

- toreduce greenhouse gas emissions by at least
20% compared to 1990 levels or by 30%, if the
conditions are right; increase the share of
renewable energy sources in our final energy
consumption to 20%; and a 20% increase in
energy efficiency,

- the share of early school leavers should be under
10% and at least 40% of the younger generation
should have a university degree or diploma,

- 20 million less people should be at risk of
poverty.

On the base of mentioned targets it will be
possible to track economic progress through
measurable indicators. For measuring target in social
inclusion area, i.e. to reduce by 20 million number of
persons at-risk-of-poverty and social exclusion by
2020, aggregate indicator of poverty or social
exclusion was defined. In its definition it stems from
multidimensional approach to measuring poverty, what
means that in addition to income poverty concept also
other two dimensions are taken into account in
indicator — material deprivation and labour market
exclusion. Aggregate indicator is created by
combination of three partial indicators — at-risk-of-
poverty rate, material deprivation rate and low work
intensity rate and it is defined like number of persons

Pracovna intenzita domécnosti predstavuje
pomer medzi poétom mesiacov, ktoré vSetci ¢lenovia
domacnosti v pracovnom veku odpracovali pocas
prijmového referenéného obdobia na strane jednej a
celkovym poctom mesiacov, ktoré by mohli byt
teoreticky odpracované tymito ¢lenmi doméacnosti na
strane druhej.

3.1 Aggregate indicator of poverty or social
exclusion

In defining aggregate indicator of poverty or
social exclusion it arises from multidimentional
approach to measuring poverty. It means that in
addition to income poverty concept also other two
dimensions are taken into account - material
deprivation and exclusion from labour market.
Aggregate indicator of poverty or social exclusion is
created by combination of three partial indicators:

- at-risk-of-poverty rate,
- material deprivation rate,
- low work intensity rate.

The at-risk-of poverty rate after social
transfers is defined as the percentage of persons in
the total population with an equivalised disposable
income below the at-risk-of-poverty threshold. The at-
risk-of poverty threshold is set at 60 % of the national
median equivalised disposable income.

Material deprivation rate is defined as the
percentage of population with an enforced lack of at
least four out of nine material deprivation items? in the
economic strain and durables dimension.

Low work intensity rate is defined as the
percentage of persons, who live in households with
very low work intensity (less than 20 %), to total
population3. Work intensity of household refers to the
ratio between the number of months that all ,,working
age“ household members have been working during
the income reference year and the total number of
months that could theoretically have been worked by
the same household members. Definition of working
age refers to persons aged 18 to 59 years old with
exception of persons, who are students aged 18 to 24
years old.

Low work intensity rate, which enters to calculation of aggregate indicator of poverty and social exclusion as partial indicator, is
recalculated to whole population of Slovakia. Indicator listed in chapter 2.4 is expressed only for the population aged 0-59.

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According to EU SILC 2011 there were 1 112 200
of people at-risk-of-poverty or social exclusion in
Slovakia, what representing 20.6 % of the total
population. Aggregate indicator of poverty or social
exclusion refers to sum of all joint intersections of three
partial indicators mentioned above (the at-risk-of-
poverty rate, material deprivation rate and low work
intensity rate).

In picture 3.1 the at-risk-of-poverty rate is created
by sum of percentage of persons, who are only at-risk-
of-poverty (7.0 %) plus percentage of persons, who
are hoth at-risk-of-poverty and materially deprived
(1.9 %) plus percentage of persons, who are both at-
risk-of-poverty and live in household with low work
intensity (1.5 %) and plus percentage of persons, who
fall into joint intersection of all three partial indicators
(2.5 %).

Other two partial indicators are created in the
same way, i.e. by sum of percentage of persons of
individual joint intersections of partial indicators.

Vlychadzajic  z percentualneho  zastlipenia
ohrozenych o0s6b podla prienikov jednotlivych
Ciastkovych indikatorov si mozeme vSimnat, Ze
najvacsi podiel osdb je takych, ktoré boli ohrozené len
rizikom chudoby alebo pocitovali len materidlnu
deprivaciu (7 % a 5,5 %). Podiel os6b, ktoré len Zili
v doméacnostiach s nizkou pracovnou intenzitou
predstavoval 1,5 %. U prijmovej chudoby sa oproti
materidlnej deprivacii ukazuje vacSie prepojenie
s nizkou pracovnou intenzitou (1,5 %, t. j. vzajomny
prienik miery rizika chudoby a miery nizkej pracovnej
intenzity v porovnani s 0,6 %, ¢o predstavuje prienik
miery materidlnej deprivacie a miery nizkej pracovnej
intenzity). NaohrozozenejSou skupinou o0sbéb je
vzajomny prienik vSetkych  troch  Giastkovych
indikatorov a podfa Gdajov EU SILC 2011 predstavoval
2,5 % obyvatelstva Slovenska.
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In term of income poverty, since beginning of the
survey Slovakia has belong to countries with the
lowest at-risk-of-poverty rate within EU. According to
EU SILC 2011 there were 13 % of Slovak population
at-risk-of-poverty.

Vice-versa material deprivation rate for Slovakia
belongs to the highest among all EU countries. In
observed period there were 10.6 % of population in
Slovakia materially deprived.

Low work intensity rate was 6.1 % according to
EU SILC 2011 data.

Arising from percentage of vulnerable persons
according to intersections of individual partial
indicators we can see that the highest percentage of
persons are persons who are only at-risk-of-poverty or
only felt material deprivation (7.0 % and 5.5 %). Share
of persons, who only lived in households with low work
intensity refers to 1.5 %. In the case of income poverty,
higher correlation with low work intensity is shown than
in the case of material deprivation (1.5 %, i.e. joint
intersection between at-risk-of-poverty and low work
intensity rate compared to 0.6 % what means
intersection between material deprivation rate and low
work intensity rate). The most vulnerable group of
persons is joint intersection of all three partial
indicators and accordingto EU SILC 2011 it referes to
2.5 % of population.

Predlozena publikicia mala za ciel poskytnit
prehlad o vybranych indikatorov chudoby a socialneho
vylicenia, pre ktoré je zdrojom dat vyberové Statistické
zistovanie EU SILC 2011.

Takmer vSetky indikatory, ktoré sa nachadzajl
vtejto publikacii, vychadzajd pri merani chudoby
a socialneho vyliéenia z ekvivalentného
disponibilného prijmu domacnosti zadefinovaného
v zistovani EU SILC. Pre komplexnejSie pochopenie
dopadov chudoby a socialneho vyliéenia su prijmové
indikatory doplnené o analyzu prijmovych nerovnosti
a materidlnej deprivacie.

NajrozsiahlejSia Cast publikacie (kapitola 2.2) je
zamerana na analyzu miery rizika chudoby po
socidlnych transferoch v ¢leneni podla krajov,
vekovych skupin apohlavia, typu domacnosti,
najCastejSieho  statusu ekonomickej aktivity a
vlastnickeho vztahu kobydliu. Z analyzovanych
Udajov vyplynulo, Ze na Slovensku sa v miere rizika
rizika chudoby bola v Bratislavskom kraji a najvysSia
v PreSovskom  kraji.  Zhfadiska veku atypu
domécnosti boli rizikom chudoby najviac ohrozené
deti vo veku 0 — 17 rokov, domécnosti s vySSim
poctom deti (3 a viac) a nelipiné domacnosti. Ddlezitu
Glohu v boji proti chudobe zohrava aktivna G¢ast na
trhu prace a socidlna ochrana formou poskytovania
starobnych davok. Kapitola 2.8 sa venuje analyze
dopadov socialnych transferov na chudobu a sociéine
vylli¢enie (miera rizika chudoby pred socialnymi
transfermi). U Specifickych skupin obyvatelstva (65
rocni a starsi) zohrdvaju sociélne transfery doleZitu
tlohu v boji proti chudobe.

Prijatim stratégie Eurépa 2020 sa do popredia
dostal indikator multidimenzionalneho charakteru, tzv.
agregovany indikator chudoby alebo socidlneho
vyligenia. Ulohou SU SR je prostrednictvom
zistovania EU SILC zabezpelit jeho vypocet
a umoznit tak monitorovanie jeho vyvoja vo vztahu
k napifianiu stanoveného ciela Stratégie na narodne;
a eurdpskej drovni. V publikacii sa stratégii Eurdpa
2020  aagregovanému indikatoru  chudoby
alebo socialneho vylucenia blizSie venuje kapitola 3.

CONCLUSION
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Offered publication had the goal to provide
summary of selected indicators of poverty and social
exclusion, for which as data source is sample
statistical survey EU SILC 2011.

Almost all indicators, which are listed in this
publication, are based on equivalised disposable
household incomes defined in EU SILC survey. For
purpose of more complex comprehension of impacts of
poverty and social exclusion, income indicators are
supplemented by analysis of income inequalities and
material deprivation.

The most extensive part of publication (chapter
2.2) is aimed at analysing at-risk-of-poverty rate after
social transfers broken down by regions, age groups
and gender, household type, the most frequent activity
status and accommodation tenure status. From
analysed data resulted that in Slovakia regional
disparity happened at-risk-of-poverty rate after social
transfers. The lowest at-risk-of-poverty rate was in
Bratislavsky region, the highest one in PreSovsky
region. In term of age and household type, the most
vulnerable group in view of at-risk-of-poverty
represented children aged 0-17 years old, households
with higher number of children (3 and more) and
incomplete households. Active participation in labour
market and social protection in form of old-age benefits
plays important role in fight against poverty. Chapter
2.8 is aimed at analysis of impacts of social transfers
on poverty and social exclusion (at-risk-of-poverty rate
before social transfers). In specific groups of persons
(aged 65 years old and over) social transfers play very
important role in fight against poverty.

Approving the Europe 2020 Strategy, indicator of
multidimensional character, i.e. aggregate indicator of
poverty or social exclusion, has gained ground. The
goal of SO SR is to ensure its calculation through EU
SILC and so unables monitoring of its development in
realtion to meeting defined target of the Strategy at
national and European level. In publication chapter 3 is
aimed at the Europe 2020 Strategy and aggregate
indicator of poverty or social exclusion in more details.
